Satan’s Short Time: Greece



1. Matthew 24:9-	24	“Then they will deliver you up to tribulation and kill you Jacob’s Trouble/Satan’s Short Time, and you will be hated by all nations for My name’s sake. And then many will be offended, will betray one another, and will hate one another. Then many false prophets will rise up and deceive many Here is a THEN, this is a Time Stamp change! We are going to see Jesus jump from Satan’s Short Time to Satan’s Little Season. When the Millennial Reign begins and the realms are closed off to one another - this is when the false gospel goes out to the world that says GOD did away with HIS law. And because lawlessness will abound the love of many will grow cold lawlessness is exactly why the end must come and why society and humanity will fall apart “love of many will grow cold”. But he who endures to the end shall be saved. Those who go through the Great Tribulation And this gospel of the kingdom will be preached in all the world we are told how GOD will combat it with the Truth - the true gospel will be preached in the end times as a witness to all nations there, and the end will come the end of this age. Therefore, Jesus is going to give them a clue as to when these things will be kick-started - which is Jacob’s Trouble or Satan’s Short Time when you see the abomination of desolation, spoken of by Daniel the prophet, standing in the holy place in the temple of GOD: Jerusalem (whoever reads, let him understand), then let those who are in Judea flee to the mountains. Let him who is on the housetop not go down to take anything out of his house. And let him who is in the field not go back to get his clothes. But woe to those who are pregnant and to those who are nursing babies in those days! And pray that your flight may not be in winter or on the Sabbath. Jesus just explained the kick-start clue and now He is going to switch gears and talk about the ‘book end’ of tribulation (Short Time), which is great tribulation (Little Season) For then here we are again with this word there will be great tribulation Satan’s Little Season, such as has not been since the beginning of the world until this time, no, nor ever shall be. And unless those days were shortened, no flesh would be saved; but for the elect’s sake people who have been elected to live in these times those days will be shortened. Then at the end of the Great Tribulation - Jesus gave us a clue as to the timing of this specific occurrence of Satan’s Little Season, if anyone says to you ‘Look, here is the Christ! Or ‘There!’ do not believe it. For false christs and false prophets we were told earlier by Jesus about the false prophets rising up during the last time time stamp will rise and show great signs and wonders to deceive, if possible, even the elect. The people elected to live in the last days. 

2. Daniel 11:31 “And forces shall be mustered by him, and they shall defile the sanctuary fortress; then they shall take away the daily sacrifices, and place there the abomination of desolation.”  

Let’s revisit the Male Goat (Greece) in Daniel 8:8-14 Therefore the male goat the Beast of the Kingdom of Greece grew very great; but when he became strong, the large horn was broken Alexander the Great - the Beast’s ‘king’, and in place of it four notable ones Alexander the Great’s 4 Generals that have 4 kingdoms came up toward the four winds of heaven And out of one of them came a little horn Antiochus Euphanes IV which grew exceedingly great toward the south Hades, toward the east this realm, and toward the Glorious Land the west. And it grew up to the host of heaven some type of angels – ; and it cast down some of the host and some of the stars also a type of angel to the ground, and trampled them . He even exalted himself as high as the Prince of the host Michael - Prince of the angels over mankind; and by him the daily sacrifices were taken away Antiochus goes completely rogue, and the place of the sanctuary was cast down. Because of transgression because they abandoned GOD’s law, an army was given over to the horn Antiochus to oppose the daily sacrifice; and he cast truth down to the ground. He did all this and prospered. Then I heard a holy one speaking; and another holy one said to that certain one who was speaking, “How long will the vision be concerning the daily sacrifices, and the transgression of desolation the abomination of desolation, the giving of both the sanctuary and the host to be trampled underfoot?” Notice the temple could not be destroyed And he said to me, “For two thousand three hundred days; then the sanctuary shall be cleansed.” Jesus will return (second coming) and get the sanctuary back after 2,300 days or about 6 years. Let me point out that the 2,300 days (different from 1260, 1290, 1335 days also of Daniel), are described as days and nights in some versions, so this is literally 2,300 days and not years like we are going to see for the 1260, 1290 and 1335

3. Let’s look at Daniel again pertaining to Jesus (Messiah the Prince). Daniel 9:26-27 “And after the sixty-two weeks Messiah shall be cut off this is Jesus’s crucifixion - we will study this timing at the end, but not for Himself he was not ‘cut off’ or crucified for Himself, he was sinless, he was ‘cut off’ or crucified for us and ascends - this is when Jacob’s Trouble will occur or Tribulation - after Jesus’s ascension; And the people of the prince princes are angelic - think of Prince of Persia that Michael the archangel had to contend with in the Book of Daniel who is to come shall destroy the city and the sanctuary. Let’s go above to see who did this - look for the orange. The end of it shall be with a flood, and till the end of the war desolations are determined Maccabean War. Then we are leaving that time stamp and jumping to another he shall confirm a covenant with many for one week this is during Jacob’s Trouble - but it’s at the end of it; But in the middle of the week he shall bring an end to sacrifice and offering this is a prophesy about the abomination of desolation. And on the wing of abominations shall be one who makes desolate, even until the consummation, which is determined, is poured out on the desolate. 

Let’s continue with Alexander the Great, Antiochus Epiphanes IV and Greece. Remember, this happens AFTER Jesus ascends. 

4. Let’s look at Maccabees to see what the abomination of desolation looks like during Jacob’s Trouble, and we are going to see in Maccabees that this has already happened! 

1 Maccabees 1:1-64, After Alexander son of Philip this is Alexander the Great, the Macedonian, who came from the land of Kittim, had defeated King Darius of the Persians and the Medes, he succeeded him as king. (He had previously become king of Greece.) 2 He fought many battles, conquered strongholds, and slaughtered the kings of the earth. 3 He advanced to the ends of the earth and plundered many nations. When the earth became quiet before him, he was exalted, and his heart was lifted up. 4 He gathered a very strong army and ruled over countries, nations, and princes, and they paid him tribute. 5 After this he fell sick and perceived that he was dying. 6 So he summoned his most honored officers (Ptolemy, Cassander, Antigonus , Seleucus - this is the region where Antiochus comes from), who had been brought up with him from youth, and divided his kingdom among them while he was still alive these are the four kingdoms or regions or ‘heads/mountains’ in prophesy. 7 And after Alexander had reigned twelve years, he died. 8 Then his officers began to rule, each in his own place. 9 They all put on crowns diadems or power after his death, and so did their descendants after them for many years, and they caused many evils on the earth. 10 From them came forth a sinful root little horn, Antiochus Epiphanes, son of King Antiochus; he had been a hostage in Rome. He began to reign in the one hundred thirty-seventh year take note of this year - we will see the years CLIME, which means we are on the other side of Messiah’s crucifixion/Chat GPT will tell you he ruled from 175 to 164 BC which means it is completely false of the kingdom of the Greeks. 11 In those days certain renegades came out from Israel and misled many, saying, “Let us go and make a covenant with the nations around us, for since we separated from them many disasters have come upon us.” 12 This proposal pleased them, 13 and some of the people eagerly went to the king, who authorized them to observe the ordinances of the nations. 14 So they built a gymnasium Olympics - we are still very much a Greek realm in Jerusalem according to the customs of the nations, 15 and made foreskins for themselves, and abandoned the holy covenant. What is the HOLY Covenant? They joined with the nations and sold themselves to do evil.
16 When Antiochus saw that his kingdom was established, he determined to become king of the land of Egypt, in order that he might reign over both realms. 17 So he invaded Egypt with a strong force, with chariots and elephants and cavalry and with a large fleet. 18 He engaged King Ptolemy of Egypt in battle, and Ptolemy turned and fled before him, and many were wounded and fell. 19 They captured the fortified cities in the land of Egypt, and he plundered the land of Egypt. 20 After subduing Egypt, Antiochus turned back in the one hundred forty-third year and went up against Israel and came to Jerusalem with a strong force. 21 He arrogantly entered the sanctuary and took the golden altar, the lampstand for the light, and all its utensils. 22 He took also the table for the bread of the Presence, the cups for drink offerings, the bowls, the golden censers, the curtain, the crowns, and the gold decoration on the front of the temple; he stripped it all off. 23 He took the silver and the gold and the costly vessels; he took also the hidden treasures that he found. 24 Taking them all, he went into his own land.
He shed much blood
    and spoke with great arrogance. (pompous words)
25 Israel mourned deeply in every community;
26     rulers and elders groaned;
young women and young men became faint;
    the beauty of the women faded.
27 Every bridegroom took up the lament;
    she who sat in the bridal chamber was mourning.
28 Even the land trembled for its inhabitants,
    and all the house of Jacob or House of Judah/Jacob’s Trouble was clothed with shame.
29 Two years later the king sent to the cities of Judah a chief collector of tribute, and he came to Jerusalem with a large force. 30 Deceitfully he spoke peaceable words to them Daniel’s one week covenant, and they believed him, but he suddenly fell upon the city, dealt it a severe blow, and destroyed many people of Israel. 31 He plundered the city, burned it with fire, and tore down its houses and its surrounding walls. 32 They took captive the women and children and seized the livestock. 33 Then they fortified the city of David with a large strong wall and strong towers, and it became their citadel.34 They stationed there a sinful nation, men who were renegades. These strengthened their position; 35 they stored up arms and food, and, collecting the spoils of Jerusalem, they stored them there and became a great menace, 36 for the citadel became an ambush against the sanctuary, an evil adversary of Israel at all times. 37 On every side of the sanctuary they shed innocent blood; they even defiled the sanctuary.
38 Because of them the residents of Jerusalem fled Jesus’s warning to not come back to your houses for anything and that it might not happen on a Sabbath or winter; she became a dwelling of strangers ‘she’ is the land; she became strange to her offspring, and her children forsook her. 39 Her sanctuary became desolate like a desert; her feasts were turned into mourning, her Sabbaths into a reproach, her honor into contempt. 40 Her dishonor now grew as great as her glory; Then the king wrote to his whole kingdom that all should be one people 42 and that all should give up their particular customs. Dress rehearsal for NWO All the nations accepted the command of the king. 43 Many even from Israel gladly adopted his religion; they sacrificed to idols and profaned the Sabbath. 44 And the king sent letters by messengers to Jerusalem and the towns of Judah; he directed them to follow customs strange to the land, 45 to forbid burnt offerings and sacrifices took away the sacrifices and drink offerings in the sanctuary, to profane Sabbaths and festivals, 46 to defile the sanctuary and the holy ones, 47 to build altars and sacred precincts and shrines for idols, to sacrifice pigs and other unclean animals, 48 and to leave their sons uncircumcised. They were to make themselves abominable by everything unclean and profane 49 so that they would forget the law and change all the ordinances. Dress rehearsal 50 He added,[c] “And whoever does not obey the command of the king shall die.” 51 In such words he wrote to his whole kingdom. He appointed inspectors over all the people this will be done through ID and commanded the towns of Judah to offer sacrifice, town by town. 52 Many of the people, everyone who forsook the law, joined them, and they did evil in the land; 53 they drove Israel into hiding in every place of refuge they had. 54 Now on the fifteenth day of Chislev, in the one hundred forty-fifth year, still climbing they erected a desolating sacrilege on the altar of burnt offering. They also built altars in the surrounding towns of Judah 55 and offered incense at the doors of the houses and in the streets. 56 The books of the law that they found they tore to pieces and burned with fire. 57 Anyone found possessing the book of the covenant or anyone who adhered to the law was condemned to death by decree of the king. Exactly what the Catholic Church did - the first organized religion that came immediately 58 They kept using violence against Israel, against those who were found month after month in the towns. 59 On the twenty-fifth day of the month they offered sacrifice on the altar that was on top of the altar of burnt offering. 60 According to the decree, they put to death the women who had their children circumcised 61 and their families and those who circumcised them, and they hung the infants from their mothers’ necks. 62 But many in Israel stood firm and were resolved in their hearts not to eat unclean food. 63 They chose to die rather than to be defiled by food or to profane the holy covenant, and they did die. 64 Very great wrath came upon Israel. These are the people who were worthy to go into the Millennial Reign

2:26-32  II Maccabees 6:1-6, Not long after this, the king sent an Athenian[a] senator[b] to compel the Jews to forsake the laws of their ancestors and no longer to live by the laws of God, 2 also to pollute the temple in Jerusalem we just read that in 145 AD the temple was still standing and to call it the temple of Olympian Zeus and to call the one in Gerizim Zeus-the-Friend-of-Strangers, as the people who live in that place are known.

The Great Alter of Zeus was built in Pergamum - where we are told the throne of Satan was located. 

3 Harsh and utterly grievous was the onslaught of evil. 4 For the temple was filled with debauchery and reveling by the nations, who dallied with prostitutes and had intercourse with women within the sacred precincts and besides brought in things for sacrifice that were unfit. 5 The altar was covered with abominable offerings that were forbidden by the laws. 6 People could neither keep the Sabbath nor observe the festivals of their ancestors nor so much as confess themselves to be Jews. 7 On the monthly celebration of the king’s birthday, the Jews[c] were taken, under bitter constraint, to partake of the sacrifices, and when a festival of Dionysus was celebrated, they were compelled to wear wreaths of ivy and to walk in the procession in honor of Dionysus. 8 At the suggestion of the people of Ptolemais,[d] a decree was issued to the neighboring Greek cities think of the Greek cities the letters to the churches went to - one of them was Pergamum that they should adopt the same policy toward the Jews and make them partake of the sacrifices 9 and should kill those who did not choose to change over to Greek customs. One could see, therefore, the misery that had come upon them. 10 For example, two women were brought in for having circumcised their children. They publicly paraded them around the city with their babies hanging at their breasts and then hurled them down headlong from the wall. 11 Others who had assembled in the caves nearby in order to observe the seventh day secretly were betrayed to Philip and were all burned together, because their piety kept them from defending themselves, in view of their regard for that most holy day.  Now I urge those who read this book not to be depressed by such calamities but to recognize that these punishments were designed not to destroy but to discipline our people. 13 In fact, it is a sign of great kindness not to let the impious come to its fullness the Great Tribulation will be when the Gentiles (our realm) have come to the fullness for long but to punish them immediately. 14 For in the case of the other nations the Lord waits patiently to punish them until they have reached the full measure of their sins like He will do with our realm, but he does not deal in this way with us, 15 in order that he may not take vengeance on us afterward when our sins have reached their fullness. 16 Therefore he never withdraws his mercy from us. Although he disciplines us with calamities, he does not forsake his own people. 17 Let what we have said serve as a reminder; we must go on briefly with the story. 

When he had said this, he was dragged at once to the rack. 29 Those who a little before had acted toward him with goodwill now changed to ill will, because the words he had uttered were in their opinion sheer madness. 30 When he was about to die under the blows, he groaned aloud and said: “It is clear to the Lord in his holy knowledge that, though I might have been saved from death, I am enduring terrible sufferings in my body under this beating, but in my soul I am glad to suffer these things because I fear him.” 31 So in this way he died, leaving in his death an example of nobility and a memorial of courage, not only to the young but to the great body of his nation. That was a little sliver of Jacob’s Trouble that was endured before Jesus’s second coming and the Millennial Reign. Let’s read about the Maccabeans. 

10:8-13, Now Maccabeus and his followers, the Lord leading them on, recovered the temple and the city; 2 they tore down the altars that had been built in the public square by the foreigners and also destroyed the sacred precincts. 3 They purified the sanctuary this is the 2300 days between the abomination of desolation and the purifying of the sanctuary prophesied in Daniel and made another altar of sacrifice; then, striking fire out of flint, they offered sacrifices, after a lapse of two years, and they offered incense and lighted lamps and set out the bread of the Presence. 4 When they had done this, they fell prostrate and implored the Lord that they might never again fall into such misfortunes but that, if they should ever sin, they might be disciplined by him with forbearance and not be handed over to blasphemous and barbarous nations. This is not prophesied to happen twice!!!!  5 It happened that on the same day on which the sanctuary had been profaned by the foreigners, the purification of the sanctuary took place, that is, on the twenty-fifth day of the same month, which was Chislev. 6 They celebrated it for eight days with rejoicing, in the manner of the Festival of Booths Feast of Tabernacles,  remembering how not long before, during the Festival of Booths, they had been wandering in the mountains and caves like wild animals. 7 Therefore, carrying ivy-wreathed wands and beautiful branches and also palm fronds, they offered hymns of thanksgiving to him who had given success to the purifying of his own holy place. The word ‘song’ is a time stamp word for the Millennial Reign 8 They decreed by public edict, ratified by vote, that the whole nation of the Jews should observe these days every year.
9 Such then was the end of Antiochus, who was called Epiphanes. I ended this early to save time - but please read I and II Maccabees! It talks about angels on horses who fought side by side with man. It’s fascinating! I do want to share how the Book of II Maccabees ends:

37 This, then, is how matters turned out with Nicanor, and from that time forth the Hebrews had the city in it’s power. So, I will here end my story. This is why the history of the Romans destroying the temple and taking away Jerusalem cannot be true. It is not prophesied to happen. Theology had to come up with a way to plug Rome into the prophesy by utilizing the iron in Daniel. However, we learned that the iron was a Beast with iron teeth and nails of Bronze and the people (the ten toes are ten kingdoms) of that Beast, are the end time people of clay and iron. It does not mention Rome, because it simply isn’t Rome and furthermore, Paul or CERTAINLY John would have spoken of such future occurrences pertaining to the temple and the land. However, Jesus spoke of the future events of His people and He pointed them to Daniel. Let’s read more about Daniel and the other prophets! 

5. Daniel 10  In the third year of King Cyrus of Persia a word was revealed to Daniel, who was named Belteshazzar. The word was true, and it concerned a great conflict. He understood the word, having received understanding in the vision. 2 At that time I, Daniel, had been mourning for three weeks. 3 I had eaten no rich food, no meat or wine had entered my mouth, and I had not anointed myself at all, for the full three weeks. 4 On the twenty-fourth day of the first month, as I was standing on the bank of the great river (that is, the Tigris), 5 I looked up and saw a man clothed in linen, with a belt of gold from Uphaz around his waist. 6 His body was like beryl, his face like lightning, his eyes like flaming torches, his arms and legs like the gleam of burnished bronze, and the sound of his words like the roar of a multitude. 7 I, Daniel, alone saw the vision; the people who were with me did not see the vision, though a great trembling fell upon them, and they fled and hid themselves. 8 So I was left alone to see this great vision. My strength left me, and my complexion grew deathly pale, and I retained no strength. 9 When[a] I heard the sound of his words, I fell into a trance, face to the ground. 10 But then a hand touched me and roused me to my hands and knees. 11 He said to me, “Daniel, greatly beloved, pay attention to the words that I am going to speak to you. Stand on your feet, for I have now been sent to you.” So while he was speaking this word to me, I stood up trembling.12 He said to me, “Do not fear, Daniel, for from the first day that you set your mind to gain understanding and to humble yourself before your God, your words have been heard, and I have come because of your words. 13 But the prince of the kingdom of Persia this is an angel opposed me twenty-one days. So Michael archangel, one of the chief princes, came to help me, and I left him there with the prince of the kingdom of Persia[b] 14 and have come to help you understand what is to happen to your people at the end of days. For there is a further vision for those days.” 15 While he was speaking these words to me, I turned my face toward the ground and was speechless. 16 Then one in human form  here it is! I believe ‘kings’ are in human form but they are evil touched my lips, and I opened my mouth to speak and said to the one who stood before me, “My lord, because of the vision such pains have come upon me that I retain no strength. 17 How can my lord’s servant talk with my lord? For I am exhausted;[c] no strength remains in me, and no breath is left in me.”
6. 18 Again one in human form touched me and strengthened me. 19 He said, “Do not fear, greatly beloved; you are safe. Be strong and courageous!” When he spoke to me, I was strengthened and said, “Let my lord speak, for you have strengthened me.” 20 Then he said, “Do you know why I have come to you? Now I must return to fight against the prince of Persia, and when I am through with him, the prince of Greece will come. I think Prince can be Beast 21 But I am to tell you what is inscribed in the book of truth. (There is no one with me who contends against these princes except Michael, your prince.  

Daniel 11  This is a direct continuation of Daniel 10 because it is in parentheses As for me, in the first year of Darius the Mede, I stood up to support and strengthen him.) This angel is sharing that against these two - Prince of Persia and Prince of Greece, even Michael needed help. 
2 “Now I will announce the truth to you. Three more kings shall arise in Persia. The fourth shall be far richer than all of them, and when he has become strong through his riches, he shall stir up all against the kingdom of Greece. 3 Then a warrior king shall arise who shall rule with great dominion Alexander the Great and take action as he pleases. 4 And while still rising in power, his kingdom shall be broken and divided toward the four winds of heaven but not to his posterity nor according to the dominion with which he ruled, for his kingdom shall be uprooted and go to others besides these. The rest is very complicated and long - we are going to skip to verse 29.

29 “At the time appointed he shall return and come into the south, but this time it shall not be as it was before. 30 For ships of Kittim shall come against him, and he shall lose heart and withdraw. He shall be enraged and take action against the holy covenant. He shall turn back and show regard with those who forsake the holy covenant. We read in Maccabees this exact occurance and this is speaking of Jacob’s Trouble 31 Forces sent by him shall occupy and defile the temple and sanctuary. They shall take away the daily sacrifices and place there the abomination of desolation. 32 He will flatter with smooth words those who violate the covenant, but the people who are loyal to their God shall stand firm and take action. 33 The wise among the people shall give understanding to many; for some days, however, they shall fall by sword and flame and suffer captivity and plunder. 34 When they fall, they shall receive a little help, and many shall join them insincerely. 35 Some of the wise shall fall, so that they may be refined, purified, and cleansed,[f] until the time of the end, which will be the Millennial Reign for there is still an interval until the time appointed.
36 “The king shall act as he pleases. He shall exalt himself and consider himself greater than any god and shall speak horrendous things against the God of gods. He shall prosper until the period of wrath is completed, for what is determined shall be done. 37 He shall pay no respect to the God of his ancestors or to the one beloved by women; he shall pay no respect to any other god, for he shall consider himself greater than all. 38 He shall honor the god of fortresses instead of these; a god whom his ancestors did not know he shall honor with gold and silver, with precious stones and costly gifts. 39 He shall deal with the strongest fortresses with the help of a foreign god. Those who acknowledge him he shall make more wealthy and shall appoint them as rulers over many and shall distribute the land for a price. The rest of the chapter switches to Satan’s Little Season. 

7. Daniel 12:11 “And from the time that the daily sacrifice is taken away, and the abomination of desolation is set up, there shall be one thousand two hundred and ninety days”. Interesting. This is different from Revelation’s 1260 days. However, Daniel mentions the 1260, 1290 and 1335 days as well. I believe it is divided into time stamps. 

8. Therefore, since the scriptures tells us, “from the time” these things are set up, that means part of the time is used on the front side, BEFORE the Millennial Reign. Let’s look at Daniel 9.

9. Daniel 9:24-27  ““Seventy weeks are determined
For your people and for your holy city, This prophesy is ONLY for House of Judah and Jerusalem
To finish the transgression, Jacob’s Trouble is going to put an end to transgression
[b]To make an end of sins, 
To make reconciliation for iniquity, lawlessness
To bring in everlasting righteousness, the Messiah and the Millennial Reign
To seal up vision and prophecy, Jesus’s second coming
And to anoint [c]the Most Holy. After His ascension
25 “Know therefore and understand,
That from the going forth of the command
To restore and build Jerusalem rebuild the temple from its destruction by Babylon during Daniel
Until Messiah the Prince, first coming
There shall be seven weeks and sixty-two weeks; 7 weeks = 49 years/62 weeks = 434 years And all together this equals 69 weeks out of the 70 of this prophesy
The [d]street shall be built again, and the [e]wall,
Even in troublesome times. This is all described in predominately Nehemiah
26 “And after the sixty-two weeks 434 years of rebuilding and Jesus coming the first time
Messiah shall [f]be cut off, but not for Himself; crucified
And the people of the prince who is to come or Beast (Greece)
Shall destroy the city and the sanctuary. They are not permitted to destroy the temple again (this is all done in 49 years or the 7 weeks as stated in this prophesy, after Jesus ascends and Jacob’s Trouble begins). And I believe Jesus’s 2nd coming is on the Jubilee year is of every 50th year on the Feast of Trumpets. A Jubilee year or 50th year, is when all debt is forgiven. And the calendar starts over from one. 
The end of it shall be with a flood, great destruction
And till the end of the war desolations are determined.
27 Then he shall confirm a covenant with many for one week; here is the last week, the 70th that “are determined for your people and your holy city”
But in the middle of the week 
He shall bring an end to sacrifice and offering. 
And on the wing of abominations shall be one who makes desolate,
Even until the consummation, which is determined,
Is poured out on the desolate.” Desolate is defined as deserted people/place of emptiness

10. II Ezra 16:70  For there shall be in every place, and in the next cities, a great insurrection upon those that fear the LORD. They shall be like mad men, sparing none but still spoiling and destroying those that fear the LORD. For they shall waste and take away their goods, and cast them out of their houses. Then shall they be known, who are my chosen; and they shall be tried as the gold in the fire. I wanted to prove to you that GOD does not rapture anyone out of this. Jacob’s Trouble is a dress rehearsal, and we need to learn from it. 
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
