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			2.  BEASTS OF THE FIELD/BEASTS

Ez. 34:5 Septuagint	And my sheep were scattered, because there were no shepherds and they became meat This is all parable language, the sheep, or the House of Israel, are people, the shepherds are spiritual leaders, there were none, and the sheep became meat, meat is a parable for easy prey of the wicked one and his seed and the angels who followed him -  to all the wild beasts of the field. Beasts are a continuation of the parabolic language, and beasts means the principalities of the air that reside in Hades And my sheep were scattered on every mountain, and on every high hill; yea, they were scattered on the face of the earth and there was none to seek them out, nor to bring them back. Who did GOD send to be the shepherd? “Then I will set over them one shepherd, My servant David, and he will feed them; he will feed them himself and be their shepherd. Ez. 34:23 there is no coincidence with GOD, King David was a shepherd of sheep for a reason, because the Messiah would come through his seed line, by the way, who else was a tender to sheep? Abel -  and Cain killed him, and we are going to find out who Cain belongs to - the killing of Abel, by Cain, was another dress rehearsal right before our eyes you shepherds, hear the word of the Lord. As I live, says the Lord God, surely because my sheep became a prey, and my sheep became meat to all the wild beasts of the field, because there were no shepherds, and the shepherds sought not out my sheep, and the shepherds fed themselves, but fed not my sheep. Ok - this is two birds with one stone. Beasts of the field are obviously not cattle, such as a beast of burden, they are fallen angels. Also, the word eating is used as a parable throughout scriptures. I want you to remember that. Such as Peter’s Vision, when he’s told to rise and eat. We are going to get to that! Let’s go back to your fill in the blank #4.

Gen. 9:1-7	So God blessed Noah and his sons, and said to them: “Be fruitful and multiply, and fill the earth. 2 And the fear of you and the dread of you shall be on every beast of the earth, on every bird of the air, on all that move on the earth, and on all the fish of the sea. They are given into your hand. 3 Every moving thing that lives shall be food for you. (We know, according to the law, that everything is not given for food – like Peter’s Vision, this is a parable: In Peter’s vision he is told to rise and eat. We know that Peter’s vision was not talking about animals and eating them. ‘Rise and eat’ means to be over them/teach them – look below at Acts 10:10-13 in blue) I have given you all things, even as the green herbs (Strong’s Concordance means Noun/Masculine: (tender) grass, green (tender) herb and grass can mean people – look at your Revelation Sheet ‘Trees/Grass’). 4 But you shall not eat flesh (again – this does not mean physically eating, as we are going to see in the coming scriptures, eating means to be ‘over’ or lead/teach. The word ‘eat’ is used as a parable as a kind of action between two creations) with its life, that is, its blood. 5 Surely for your lifeblood I will demand a reckoning; from the hand of every beast This is interesting, beast is “human”, but as we will see, when beast is mentioned, it’s different from fully ‘man’  I will require it, and from the hand of man. From the hand of every man’s brother I will require the life of man.
6 “Whoever sheds man’s blood,
By man his blood shall be shed;
For in the image of God
He made man. Not beast
7 And as for you, be fruitful and multiply;
Bring forth abundantly in the earth
And multiply in it.”
Acts 10:10-13 10 Then he became very hungry and wanted to eat; but while they made ready, he fell into a trance 11 and saw heaven opened and an object like a great sheet bound at the four corners, descending to him and let down to the earth. 12 In it were all kinds of four-footed animals of the earth, wild beasts, creeping things, and birds of the air. 13 And a voice came to him, “Rise, Peter; kill and eat.” Eating is used as a parable for another act, and the act/verb when using eat can change as we are going to see! “Eat” is used to replace words, and through scripture, and in the context it’s being used, we can figure out what ‘eat’ means in individual verses. Here, GOD is not talking about killing or eating. Nor was the word ‘eat’ from a ‘tree’ a literal statement.as we are going to learn in this study. In this context, eat is dominion, as we see in Psalm 8:6-8 below.

Psalm 8:6-8	6 You have made him to have dominion over the works of Your hands;
You have put all things under his feet,
7 All sheep and oxen— the other seed of men
Even the beasts of the field, fallen angels: Hades - we have power over them through the name of Yeshua
8 The birds of the air, principalities of the air
And the fish of the sea, those creations of the sea such as Leviathan, monsters of the sea
That pass through the paths of the seas.


Gen. 3:14	14 So the Lord God said to the serpent:
“Because you have done this,
You are cursed more than all cattle (remember, in the book of Enoch cattle are men, for example Esau is called a wild donkey),
And more than every beast of the field;
On your belly you shall go remember Peter is now over ‘creeping things’,
And you shall eat dust
All the days of your life.
15 And I will put enmity
Between you and the woman,
And between your seed and her Seed; if ‘her Seed’ is literal, we are going to see, ‘your seed’ is literal as well
He shall bruise your head,
And you shall bruise His heel.”


Dan. 2:37	for the God of heaven has given you a kingdom, power, strength and glory v38 and wherever the children of men dwell or the beasts of the field and the birds of the heaven, He has given them into your hand and has made you ruler over them, all, you (God is talking to King Nebuchadnezzar, however, he is a typology of Satan in the Book of Daniel) are the head of gold

Gen. 3:1		Now the serpent was more cunning than any beast of the field, which the Lord God had made. 

Rev. 6:8	8 And I looked, and behold a pale horse: and his name that sat on him was Death, and Hell followed with him. And power was given unto them over the fourth part of the earth, to kill with sword, and with hunger, and with death, and with the beasts of the earth. Who are the beasts of the earth? 

Rev. 19:17	17 Then I saw an angel standing in the sun; and he cried with a loud voice, saying to all the birds that fly in the midst of heaven, “Come and gather together for the supper of the great God, we are going to read the prophest of Ezekiel below, remember the highlighted 18 that you may eat the flesh of kings, the flesh of captains, the flesh of mighty men, the flesh of horses and of those who sit on them, and the flesh of all people, free and slave, both small and great.”
19 And I saw the beast, the kings of the earth, and their armies, gathered together to make war against Him who sat on the horse and against His army. 20 Then the beast was captured, and with him the false prophet who worked signs in his presence, by which he deceived those who received the mark of the beast and those who worshiped his image. These two were cast alive into the lake of fire burning with brimstone. 21 And the rest were killed with the sword which proceeded from the mouth of Him who sat on the horse. And all the birds were filled with their flesh.


Ez. 39:17	And as for you, son of man, thus says the Lord God, Speak to every sort of bird and to every beast of the field: Assemble yourselves and come; gather together from all sides to My sacrificial meal. Which I am sacrificing for you, a great sacrificial meal on the mountains of Israel, That you may eat flesh and drink blood, drink the blood of the princes of the earth, of rams and lambs, of goats and bulls, all of them fatlings of Baashan. You shall eat fat till you are full, and drink blood till you are drunk…. You shall be filled at My table with horses and riders, with mighty men and with all the men of war, says the Lord. I will set my glory among the nations; all the nations shall see My judgment which I have executed, and My hand which I have laid on them. V23 The Gentiles shall know that the House of Israel went into captivity for the iniquity; because they were unfaithful to Me…… and they all fell by the sword. v24 According to their uncleanness and according to their transgressions I have dealt with them, and hidden My face from them…… Now I will bring them back the captives of Jacob, and have mercy on the whole house of Israel; and I will be jealous for My holy name- v28…… but also brought them back to their land, and left none of them captive any longer. …v29…. I shall have poured out My Spirit on the House of Israel. Go back to your fill in the blank

Ez. 14:15	“If I cause wild beasts to pass through the land, and they empty it, and make it so desolate that no man may pass through because of the beasts, (Septuagint says evil beasts)

Ez. 29:5	I will leave you in the wilderness, You and all the fish of your rivers; You shall fall on the open field; You shall not be picked up or gathered. I have given you as food To the beasts of the field And to the birds of the heavens. (speaking of “Pharaoh”)

Ez. 34:25	“I will make a covenant of peace with them, and cause wild beasts to cease from the land; and they will dwell safely in the wilderness and sleep in the woods.


Ez. 29:5		Pay attention! I am against you,
    Pharaoh, king of Egypt,
Great dragon[c] crouching
    in the midst of the Nile,
Who says, “The Nile belongs to me;

I will cast my net over you
    by assembling many armies,
    and I will hoist you up in my mesh.
4 I will hurl you onto the land,
    cast you into an open field.
I will make all the birds of the sky

The beasts of the whole earth
    gorge themselves on you.
5 I will strew your flesh on the mountains,
    and fill the valleys with your corpse.
6 I will drench the land,
    pouring out your blood on the mountain;

    over all its hordes they will chant it—
    oracle of the Lord God.

Is. 56:9-12	All you beasts of the field,[b]
    come to devour,
    all you beasts in the forest!
10 [c]All the sentinels of Israel are blind,
    they are without knowledge;
They are all mute dogs,
    unable to bark;
Dreaming, reclining,
    loving their sleep.
11 Yes, the dogs have a ravenous appetite;
    they never know satiety,
Shepherds who have no understanding;
    all have turned their own way,
    each one covetous for gain:
12 “Come, let me bring wine;
    let us fill ourselves with strong drink,
And tomorrow will be like today,
    or even greater.”

Job 12:7	“But now ask the beasts, and let them teach you;
And the birds of the heavens, and let them tell you.
