Psalm 80:10-11 Thou has transplanted a vine out of Egypt: thou hast cast out the heathen, and planted it. Thou madest a way before it, and did cause its roots to strike, and the land was filled with it. The mountains were covered with its shadow,
         And the cedars who are these trees? of God with its boughs. 
It was sending out its branches to the sea
         And its shoots to the River. 
Why have You broken down its hedges,
         So that all who pass that way pick its fruit?
A boar from the forest eats it away
         And whatever moves in the field feeds on it. 
O God of hosts, turn again now, we beseech You;
         Look down from heaven and see, and take care of this vine who is the vine?, 
Even the shoot which Your right hand has planted,
         And on the son whom You have strengthened for Yourself. 
It is burned with fire, it is cut down;
         They perish at the rebuke of Your countenance. 
Let Your hand be upon the man of Your right hand,
         Upon the son of man whom You made strong for Yourself would GOD make Himself weak to make Himself strong again? No. That’s because Jesus is clearly the Son of GOD and not GOD . 

Is. 61:1-7   The Spirit of the Lord GOD is on Me, 
because the LORD has anointed Me 
to preach good news to the poor. 
He has sent Me to bind up the brokenhearted, 
to proclaim liberty to the captives 
[bookmark: 3]and freedom to the prisoners, 
2to proclaim the year of the LORD’s favor
and the day of our God’s vengeance, 
[bookmark: 4]to comfort all who mourn,
3to console the mourners in Zion—
to give them a crown of beauty for ashes, 
the oil of joy for mourning, 
and a garment of praise for a spirit of despair. 
So they will be called oaks of righteousness, 
the planting of the LORD, that He may be glorified. 

1 Peter 1:24-25 For, “All flesh is like grass,
And all its glory like the flower of grass.
The grass withers,
And the flower falls off,
But the word of the Lord endures forever.”
And this is the word which was preached to you.

Rev. 7:1		After these things I saw four angels standing at the four corners of the earth, holding the four winds of the earth, that the wind a should not blow on the earth, on the sea, or on any tree. V3 saying, “Do not harm the earth, the sea or the trees till we have sealed the servants of our God on their foreheads”. 

Rev. 8:7		The first angel sounded: And hail and fire followed, mingled with blood and they were thrown to the earth. And a third of the trees were burned up, and all the green grass was burned up.

Rev. 9:4 	Speaks of opening the bottomless Pit and locusts/scorpions were given power. “They were commanded not to harm the grass of the earth, or any green thing, or any tree, but only those men who do not have the seal of God on their foreheads. 
	

Ez. 19:10	*this is about the ‘princes of Israel’ and then turns into a lamentation for the land: Your mother was like a vine in your blood, planted by the waters, fruitful and full of branches because of many waters. She had strong branches for scepters of rulers. She towered in stature above the thick branches, and was seen in her height amid the dense foliage. But she was plucked up in fury, she was cast down to the ground. And the east wind dried her fruit. Her strong branches were broken and withered; the fire consumed them. And now she is planted in the wilderness. In a dry and thirsty land. Fire has come out from a rod of her branches and devoured her fruit. So that she has no strong branch-a scepter for ruling. 

Ez. 20:47	“and say to the forest of the South, Hear the word of the Lord! Thus says the Lord God: Behold, I will kindle a fire in you, and it shall devour every green tree and every dry tree in you; the blazing flame shall not be a tree in you; the blazing flame shall not be quenched, and all faces from the south to the north shall be scorched by it.”

Is. 55:12		For you shall go out with joy and be led out with peace; the mountains and the hills shall break forth into singing bore you, and all he trees of the field shall clap their hands. Instead of the thorn shall come up the cypress tree, and instead of the brier shall come up the myrtle tree…


Dan. 4:10	a vision: A tree in the midst of the earth, and its height was great. The tree grew and became strong: Its height reached to the heavens, and it could be seen to the ends of all the earth. Its leaves were lovely its fruit abundant, and in it was food for all. The beasts of the field found shade under it, the birds of the heavens dwelt in its branches. And all flesh was fed from it. ……. A watcher instructs: “Chop down the tree and cut off its branches, …… v22 for your greatness has grown and reaches to the heavens, and your dominion to the end of the earth. V23 … the king saw a watcher, a holy one, come down from heaven and saying ‘Chop down the tree and destroy it, but leave its stump and roots in the earth, bound with a band of iron and bronze in the tender grass of the field; let it be wet with the dew of heaven and let him graze with the beasts of the field till seven times pass over him.  V25 They shall drive you from men, your dwelling shall be with the beasts of the field.
