Now let’s look at who is with Jesus on Mt. Zion. Revelation 14:1-5 “then I looked, and behold, a lamb standing on Mount Zion, and with him 144,000, having his father's name written on their foreheads. And I heard a voice from heaven, like the voice of many waters, and like the voice of loud Thunder. And I heard the sound of harpists playing their harps. They sang as it were a new song before the throne, before the four living creatures, and the elders; and no one could learn that song except the 144,000 who were redeemed from the earth. These are the ones who are not defiled with women, for they are virgins. These are the ones who follow the lamb wherever he goes. These were redeemed from among men, being first fruits to God and to the lamb. And in their mouth was found no falsehood. Who are these 144,000? ________________________ 


9. Let’s look at another description of angels. Revelation 22:8-9 “now I, John, saw and heard these things. And when I heard and saw, I fell down to worship before the feet of the Angel who showed me these things. Then he said to me, see that you do not do that. For I am your fellow servant, and of your brethren the prophets, and of those who keep the words of this book. Worship God. 

Let’s look at Revelation 7:2-4 “Then I saw another Angel ascending from the east, having the seal of the living God. And he cried with a loud voice to the four angels to whom it was granted to harm the earth and the sea, saying, do not harm the earth, the sea, or the trees till we have sealed the servants of our god on their foreheads. And I heard the number of those who were sealed. 144,000 of all the tribes of the children of Israel were sealed.

10. Angels are called men in Genesis 19:1 “Now the two angels came to Sodom in the evening and Lot was sitting in the gate of Sodom. When Lot saw them, he rose to meet them, and he bowed himself with his face toward the ground.” A couple of scriptures further we see the townsmen wanting to have sex with them, and they call them men, “And they called to Lot and said to him, “Where are the men who came to you to night? V10 But the men reached out their hands and pulled Lot into the house with them and shut the door.” 

Genesis 32:24 “Then Jacob was left alone; and a man (we find out later this is an angel) wrestled with him until the breaking of day. 

Genesis 23:20 “Behold I will send My angel, who shall go before thee, and keep thee in thy journey, and bring thee into the place that I have prepared.” 


11. The Book of Daniel 2:43 says something that is very peculiar, and this new revelation may explain it! “As you saw iron mixed with ceramic clay, they will mingle with the seed of men; but they will not adhere to one another, just as iron does not mix with clay.
Even more peculiar is in the end times, Jesus is the stone that breaks apart the nations of this world. Let’s back up to Dan. 2:32 “You, O king, were watching; and behold, a great image! This great image, whose splendor was excellent, stood before you; and its form was awesome. 32 This image’s head was of fine gold, its chest and arms of silver, its belly and thighs of bronze, 33 its legs of iron, its feet partly of iron and partly of clay. 34 You watched while a stone was cut out without hands, which struck the image on its feet of iron and clay and broke them in pieces. 35 Then the iron, the clay, the bronze, the silver, and the gold were crushed together, and became like chaff from the summer threshing floors; the wind carried them away so that no trace of them was found. And the stone that struck the image became a great mountain and filled the whole earth.
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
